Classroom Objectives: Students will be able to analyze, discuss, and write about rhetorical strategies. Students will be able to analyze argument and argue a position with supporting facts. They will be able to synthesize information and use source material when writing and they will quote and document the sources used. Students will be able to write in the on-demand formats of letter, speech, editorial, and feature article using evidence to support their opinion. Students will be prepared to take the ACT through learning grammar, vocabulary, and reading comprehension skills. 

All classes will do the following: *Weekly vocabulary quizzes every Friday *Vocabulary assignments are due each Thursday 

*Reading projects * Writing projects * Current event assignments *Writer’s notebook logs

** All students will be charged a fee of $15 for missing novels and $100 for missing text books. Students may choose to replace the novel on their own.

1. Come to class prepared with the necessary materials. Pencil or a pen, writer’s notebook, any due assignments, and your book(s).  
2. All phones must be put away when class begins.

4. Read the board when you sit down, and begin working.
5. You are expected to be attentive to your teachers and to your classmates during discussions and lessons. Do not disrupt the class with your noise or your actions.

8. Do not damage school property or anyone’s personal property.

Electronic Devices: All electronic devices must be put away or sat face down on the corner of your desk unless we are doing an activity involving technology. Under no circumstances are you to be texting, checking social media, or playing games. I do occasionally give you permission to listen to music while you work. DO NOT have ear buds in unless I tell you it is okay for a particular assignment. Both ear buds must be out of your ears and music must be turned off BEFORE class starts.

Grades

I grade on a point system the total points you earn over the total points available to receive. Typically the following are point values assigned to various assignments this may vary depending upon the assignment.

Homework 10-40 points

Class work 10-50 points

Participation 5-10 points daily

Quizzes 20-100 points

Tests 100-200 points

Projects 100-200 points

Homework: You should plan on having homework at least 3-4 nights a week in addition to any long term projects that we will be doing. Be prepared to multitask and manage your time. 
Class work and Instructional Activities

In any class of students, several different learning styles are sure to be represented. You will work independently, as well as a member of a cooperative group. You will listen, take notes, write, revise, perform, discuss, do research, write reviews, debate, analyze, demonstrate, use technology, and learn. Class participation is extremely important. Non-participation is not an option.  What constitutes participation? Students who actively and productively speak on the issues/tasks at hand and not on subjects that are irrelevant to the discussion. Students who have their eyes open, heads up, minds open, and are prepared to respond to questions and discussion. If your eyes close or your head goes down your participation grade is zero.  Remember: Per school policy spelling and grammar are important considerations in all written work and will be graded accordingly.

PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING

Plagiarism is copying what somebody else has written or taking somebody else’s idea and trying to pass it off as original. Even if you only take a part or change parts of the work it still belongs to the original author. You may not use anyone else’s ideas or work without giving them credit. You do this by citing your sources in a formal paper. If you are suspected or found guilty of plagiarizing or cheating you will receive a zero. When you plagiarize you are lying, cheating, and stealing. You will loose my respect and trust. If you are talking during a test or quiz I will assume you are cheating, both papers will be thrown away and you will both receive a zero. Anything you need to discuss can wait until ALL of your classmates are finished with their work. “Working together” on class work or homework without my permission is not permitted. If your answers are written exactly the same as someone else then you cheated.
Make-up policy

You have two days to make up work for every day of school missed. Work that was due on the day you were absent is due on the day you return to class. Major assignments, which are assigned ahead of time, will not have their due dates changed by your absence (THIS INCLUDES TESTS AND QUIZZES). If a student is absent for an extended period of time they will be given 5 days to make up any tests or quizzes they may have missed. These must be made up before or after school by making an appointment with me to do so (again this is your responsibility).

Upon your return to school it is your responsibility to get the work and notes you missed in your absence. You should expect to get your notes from a classmate. You must get the missed handouts and assignments from the absent work bin. If you have questions or need help the appropriate time to talk to me is either before school, after school, or when the class is doing independent work. Do not run up to me at the beginning of class or interrupt lecture. There are several students in this class and all of them need to be learning. Interrupting class takes away from instructional time. 
Late work

It is expected that ALL assignments will be turned in on time. We reserve the right to ask you to redo an assignment if it does not meet the required standards. A late assignment will receive a reduced grade (Typically 50%). Each quarter you will be given 3 all access passes which can be used to turn in an assignment late without penalty.
